1. Introductions and Comments. This is the 100th Anniversary of Vocational Guidance in America and an excellent time to draw attention to career development in the profession. The March 2009 Career Development Quarterly chronicles the history of the vocational guidance. Furthermore, during this economic downturn more attention is being paid by the media and general population to issues of employment, integrity and ethics in the workplace, education and training, and so forth. While several Commission members have seen national media reports regarding job loss and reemployment, few if any have mentioned career counseling. Rather, a number of the media reports have promoted career coaches. It was suggested that we request that NCDA make a statement to educate the public regarding career counseling.

The Professional Counselor (4th ed.) will be out soon. Announced by Denny Engels.

2. The Mission and Goals of the ACES/NCDA Commission for the Preparation of Career Counselors are to overcome negative attitudes regarding career counseling, to improve counselor educator commitment to career development in counselor preparation and to enhance the quality of career course content.

3. Minutes from 2008 ACA and NCDA approved.

4. Tracy shared an email sent by Sunny Hansen regarding the Position Paper update. Tracy will be sending out an appeal to Commission members to write/co-write sections of the position paper. We will be updating the position paper sections while adding additional sections as necessary. The Commission in previous meetings has assembled a listing of sections for updating and Tracy will share this with the Commission to move the update forward. Our goal is to have a working draft by NCDA in July.

5. 2008-2009 Commission presentations. Thanks to the efforts of many Commission members, presentations were made at SACES, NARACES, NCACES, and RMACES. Also, WACES distributed information regarding the Commission in their registration packets. While attendance was modest this effort has been viewed as an important effort to carry forward.

6. The ACES national meeting will be held in 2009 in San Diego, October 14 – 18, http://www.acesonline.net/features.asp?feature-id=805608597. The Commission has been given a Presidential slot in addition to the educational session. The Presidential slot will be (tentatively) conducted by John Krumboltz. ACES will cover the hotel expense and has also been asked to cover the airfare. 

7. Mark Savickas will be the featured presenter for the NCDA Skills Building Session at the 2009 NCDA Conference in St. Louis. 

8. The 2009 ACA presentation scheduled for Sunday, March 22, 5 – 6:30PM will include presentations by Carlotta, Carole, Denny, Jane, Kathy, Mark Rehfuss, Mei, and Tracy.

9. We are very pleased by the continued support of our sponsoring organizations NCDA and ACES. Brian Taber is the NCDA liaison. Tracy and Kathy have been in communication with Brian and David Kleist, ACES President. Mei Tang has offered to serve as a liaison with ASCA. A program proposal was submitted for the ASCA conference, however, it was not accepted. Mei acknowledged that including a school counseling practitioner on the proposal would have strengthened the submission. Career development is a 1/3 of the ASCA Model for school counseling, thus, we will continue to nurture this relationship to be able to effectively reach counselor educators training school counselors.

10. ACA and ACES has created a syllabus clearinghouse for the CACREP core and specialty areas. Currently, over 200 syllabi are available on the clearing house site http://www.counseling.org/Resources/TP/SyllabusClearinghouseHome/CT2.aspx
The Commission discussed this as a successor to the traditional syllabi repository and the more recent ACES/NCDA Commission website. While the Commission website is no longer available, it is desirable to keep the Commission name featured as part of the collection. Jane spoke with David Kaplan about the Commission’s ownership of the concept and effort and to encourage the Commission’s continued involvement. Tracy and Kathy will contact Judy Hoppin, Pat Schwallie-Ginnis, Deneen Pennington, and David Kleist to request that the Commission have some recognition associated with this collaboration.

Tracy will follow-up with Julia Yang to request that the syllabi that were housed on the Commission website, be provided for uploading on the new site.

11. ACES Interest Network. As part of the NCDA Academy, Lourdes Rivera has launched an Interest Network for Career Counseling. The interest network will serve as a liaison with counselor educators for communication of their needs to the Commission and to inform counselor educators regarding the work of the Commission. Lourdes is hoping to co-chair the interest network and to develop a leadership pipeline for the continuation of the interest network over time. There was some confusion in the ACA program regarding the scheduling of the Interest Network, two slots were provided, 7:30AM on Saturday and 2:30 PM on Sunday.

12. The Commission discussed future proposals for conference presentations. For the 2010 ACA Conference the theme of the proposal will be Experiential Activities for Teaching Career Counseling in On-line and Hybrid Formats. Several programs were offered at ACA regarding teaching of career development courses, in addition to the Commission presentations.

13. David Kleist, ACES President attended the business meeting. He shared that the ACES Executive Board was very enthusiastic regarding John Krumboltz’s presentation at 2009 ACES. He will take the Commission’s request for additional funding for airfare to the ACES Executive Board, and he was supportive. Additionally, David was supportive of the Commissions recognition as part of the syllabi collaboration.
