3.  Considering Small Acts of Advocacy and encouraging that instead of coordinating large projects.  This appears to be more effective versus the larger projects because it takes one person to do.  The chair will be emailing other members as to their ideas for Small Acts of Advocacy Campaign. 
All ideas were accepted as activities for the advocacy network. 
It was agreed that prior to leaving the conference, the chair would touch basis with persons involved in CSI and SJC.  Also getting items to the ACES website will be an additional outlet to promote our Small ACTS of Advocacy Campaign.
