Upcoming Conferences

2007 Conference: Jane, Geof, Judi, and I met with Robin Hayes in Detroit. Programs and 

ancillary meetings are almost scheduled and notifications should go out to presenters within the next week. Judi is working closely with a small planning committee, including the chair of the ACES Social Justice and Human Rights Committee, on the summit that will take place the last day of the conference. We also discussed possible keynote speakers. I will follow up on this in a separate email.
2009 Conference Site: I realized that the contract Leah gave us was missing clauses. It was 

originally on legal paper and when we received it, the contract was on 8 x 11. The additional clauses were standard and had no fiscal implications. I had the two following edits made to the contract: (a) changed the name of the group on the contract from Cal State Fullerton to ACES; and (b) deleted the clause re. the minimum $8 K for the exhibit hall. Dave and I will continue to work with Leah to review the concerns and suggestions raised during our EC meeting.

AMCD/ACES Tour & Outreach to S. Africa/Botswana
Cirecie West- Olatunji, AMCD President, asked that I share her deepest appreciation to the ACES executive board for our vote of support of this endeavor. The leadership at AMCD is very pleased with this partnership and hope that this will establish a trend for more collaborative endeavors. I confirmed with Cirecie that the “think tank” referred to in her proposal will be after the June trip. The information on the tour has been posted on our website and AMCD will list ACES as a co-sponsor on all future information. I have also submitted information to be included in the “division” section of Counseling Today.

Product Development Update
Dave has been working on the revision of our Handbook of Administrative Supervision, undertaken by Pat Henderson of San Antonio, which is still in process. She has submitted a draft of the manuscript, and two ACES reviewers have issued their responses to it. Dave met with Pat in Detroit to discuss the reviews and we now await action on recommended revisions to the manuscript
VISTA Publication Services—2007 Conference
Judi had been thinking about having VISTA compile the proceedings of our 2007 conference (similar to what has been done with ACA).  She had the opportunity to talk with Gary Walz in Detroit and discovered they are no longer publishing the paper copies of the VISTA books, so the idea of an ACES VISTA from our conference looks like a no go.  They are still receiving electronic submissions, even complete PowerPoints to put in an online data base much like the old ERIC-CASS system.  We could have information available to folks on how to make such submissions, but the reason to do so seems pretty minimal to Judi and me. Of course, if others see this as a benefit to our members, let us know.

Discussion of issues related to CACREP Proposed Standards, ACA, and ACES
As Pam mentioned, several people have expressed concerns about the process involved in terms of ACA President Marie Wakefield taking a public stand regarding four standards proposed for the 2008 CACREP Standards. I have been asked by several people whether ACES will take a stand on any of the four and why or why not. I have basically told people that based on the lack of consensus (passionate non-consensus!) presented at the regional meetings that I didn’t think we could take a stand, at least not without getting input from a wide cross section of our members. I would suggest that the Executive Council members discuss this in more depth via e-discussion and then at our summer meeting. Any other ideas?
Slate of ACES Candidates

I have received nominations and elections materials from ACA headquarters and will be working with our slate of candidates on completing and filing the appropriate paperwork before the deadlines.




2007 Conference—Emerging Leaders Workshop
James and I are working on summarizing the discussion we had at the EC meeting. As soon as we receive a draft of the minutes from Patricia, we will get this together and back out to the EC so we can finalize plans for recruitment and selection of participants and get the process started.
Journal Search Agreement with ACA
Dave has been working on finalizing an agreement with ACA on our “journal search project.”  This project permits online access to perform keyword searches of past CES and JCD journal issues.  Although the search function has been in operation for a year, clear understandings of its scope and financial arrangements have been developing for almost three years. The text of a letter of agreement was recently developed by ACES and passed on to ACA. Rich Yep, executive director of ACA, has agreed in principle to the terms of the letter, and the text is undergoing their final review. We expect that both ACES and ACA will sign soon. This action will provide a basis for continuing and perhaps enhancing the research capabilities of the project. If you haven’t already used the search function, check it out. We have the information about this under the FAQ section of our website, information has been included in the Spectrum and Counseling Today, and we will further highlight this function on our website.
Donations
I am working with Rick to be sure that our donations get to Habitat for Humanity and Focus Hope. FYI, we are specifying that our donation go to “Operation Home Delivery” (OHD), Habitat for Humanity’s hurricane-response program. This program was implemented to help low-income, hurricane-affected families in Louisiana, Mississippi, Texas and Alabama build permanent housing. The program began immediately after Hurricane Katrina and expanded after Hurricane Rita.

ACES Executive Council Meeting

March 24, 2007

SACES has had a productive year thus far and will continue our efforts toward achieving the goals set for the 2006-2007 year.  The following provides an overview of our accomplishments to date: 
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1.  2006 Conference – We began the year with a very successful conference.  The 2007 SACES conference was held September 7-9, 2008 in Orlando, Florida.  We had our largest attendance in several years with over 400 attendees.  We offered attendees more than 300 sessions, meetings, and other events.  Sessions included content, round table, and poster sessions.  SACES held an emerging leaders workshop with over 50 counselor educators, supervisors and students in attendance.  At our business luncheon, we announced the recipients of the SACES awards and research grants.  

2.  2008 Conference - We have selected a location for the 2008 conference.  The 2008 SACES conference will be held at the Hilton Post Oak in Houston, TX, October 23-25, 2008.   We hope to have a call for proposals by the end of the year.  We are returning to our regularly scheduled weekend as directed by ACES (the 4th weekend in October).   

3.  SACES Logo – SACES has a new logo available for any SACES correspondence and/or business materials.  See above.

4.  SACES Policies and Procedures Manual – I am currently working on the organization handbook.  This will provide future leaders information helpful in conducting SACES business. 

5. Conference planning – One of our goals this year was to provide online registration for the 2006 conference, which we were able to accomplish.  This initiative was very successful, offering SACES members the convenience of registering for the conference online and paying with credit cards.   Based on the success of online registration, we will be examining the possibility of online membership as well.  

6.  Website expansion – We are currently working on expanding our website.  There were several goals that we set for this year related to website services.  One goal was to improve the function of interest networks and committees.  We hope to provide interactive services for committees and interest networks on the website, providing a webpage for each group with interactive features.  In addition, we hope to provide the SACES officers access to information such a membership databases, etc.  

7.  Archive files – We continue to work toward achieving files for SACES on our website.  This will be an effort that will continue next year as well.
