President’s Report

· Website: James Benshoff reported that ACES is continuing to work on making changes to our website. At present everyone has the same userID and password and this will change in the future. In addition, we are working on expanding information and services that will be available through the website.

· Announcement of Treasurer-designate: Rick Halstead will assume the position of Treasurer effective July 1, 2006.

· New ACES Business Advisor: The Executive Council approved the position of ACES Business Advisor during its April 2005 meeting in Atlanta, GA. David Zimpfer, the current ACES Treasurer, has been appointed to the position, effective July 1, 2006. Drs. Zimpfer and Halstead are working together to ensure a smooth transition. 

· Call for Candidates: Dr. Benshoff reminded everyone that nominations for the ACA President-Elect-Elect, ACES President-Elect-Elect, ACES Secretary-Elect-Elect, and Governing Council Representative-Elect must be decided at the regional meetings (scheduled for 8:00 a.m. April 2, 2006) and that Regional Presidents were to communicate any such nominations a the ACES Executive Council meeting on April 3rd.

Past-President’s Report

Donna Henderson reported that Judith Durham (from NARACES) was elected ACES President-Elect-Elect and Carlotta Willis (also from NARACES), was elected Secretary –Elect-Elect.

President-Elect’s Report

Harriet Glosoff reported that the 2006-2007 Executive Council will meet in June and that she, along with Judi Durham, will be attending all five regional conferences this coming fall.

Secretary’s Report: Rachelle Persusse was unable to attend the meeting.

5.
Treasurer’s Report

David Zimpfer distributed and reviewed the current budget and noted that our expenditures and revenue, except for membership dues, are on target. He also briefly discussed ACES investments and products. 

6.
Governing Council Representative’s Report

Pam Paisley talked briefly about the position of Governing Council Representative to provide information for potential nominees and reported on some motions that were approved as noted below. She will provide a written report to be posted on-line in the Spectrum

· Dues for professional members will be increased by $6. This is slightly higher than the scheduled index adjustment and it will allow the dues for students, first-year professional members, and retirees to remain at current rates. In addition, the $2 per member increase in the Management Services Agreement proposed by ACA was approved. 

· ACA Governing Council created a task force to exam requiring division membership for at least one year to belong to ACA while not mandating membership in ACA to join all divisions, except as required by divisions bylaws (e.g., ACES bylaws).

· ACA Governing Council members are working on developing a signature product for ACA and are exploring three possibilities: (a) A multimodal training that would focus on the intersection of ethics and multicultural counseling; (b) “Dimensions of Wellness” as an alternative to the DSM; (c) Crisis response training and materials. They are developing in-depth proposals that will be reviewed by the Governing Council in May.

· Governing Council approved a new ethno-racial minority member at large position.
· Governing Council approved the development of a “Bibliometrics Task Force,” involving editors of ACA journals, to determine how ACA journals are rated by certain systems (e.g., first-tier, second-tier). This is important for ACES members who are counselor educators in the tenure and promotion processes. Depending on the facts that emerge, the task force is also charged with advocating for inclusion of ACA journals in the top tier.

Graduate Student Representatives’ Report

Teah Moore, Graduate Student Representative, was presenting at the conference and could not attend the General Assembly meeting. Kathy Newton, Graduate Student Representative-Designee reported that ACES has a booth at the conference and it is being staffed by students and that the Graduate Student Breakfast was well attended. Ms. Newton reported on the results of a survey conducted by the Graduate Student Committee of approximately 25 students who attended the 2005 ACES conference in Pittsburgh.

2007 Conference Update

Geoffrey Yager reported that the 2007 ACES conference will be held in Columbus, Ohio, October 10-14, 2007. Discussed that information related to the 2007 national conference should be available at the 2006 ACES Regional conferences.

Motion to Amend the ACES Bylaws

The ACES Executive Council met on June 24-26, 2005. The council members unanimously recommend changes to the ACES Bylaws. These proposed changes were announced more than 30 days prior to the scheduled General Assembly meeting. 

A. The ACES Executive Council recommended the change to Article VII, Section 10.5 noted below. Harriet Glosoff moved and Donna Henderson seconded that the recommended changes be adopted and the ACES Bylaws amended as follows:



Current Article VII, Section 10.5

Nominations shall be submitted in writing by the Regional Association President or Principal Circulator of a Petition to the Committee Chairperson not later than twenty (20) calendar days after the close of the ACA Convention annually.  Receipt of all nominations will be acknowledged in writing by the Committee Chairperson prior to mailing of the primary ballot.

Suggested Change

Nominations shall be submitted in writing by the Regional Association President or Principal Circulator of a Petition to the Committee Chairperson by a timeline designed to meet all deadlines of the election process. Receipt of all nominations will be acknowledged in writing by the Committee Chairperson prior to mailing of the primary ballot. The past-president, as Chair of the Nominations Committee, will be responsible for notifying the regions of the deadlines each year. Regions may submit nomination via e-mail in order to meet the deadlines.

Motion passed unanimously.

B. The ACES Executive Council moves the change to Article X, Section 1(b) as noted below. “This journal” refers to Counselor Education and Supervision (CES). Harriet Glosoff moved and Donna Henderson seconded that the recommended changes be adopted and the ACES Bylaws amended as follows:



Current Article X, Section 1(b)

The nature and content of this journal shall be such that it promotes the general purposes of this Association as given in the Bylaws.  One issue each year shall contain an abstract of the business transacted by the Association and the Executive Council at the National Convention.

Suggested Change

Actions taken by the ACES Executive Council and at the General Assembly will be published in the Spectrum. A copy of the Executive Council and General Assembly minutes will be posted online.

NOTE: Article X, Section 1(b) will become X. Section 3. Publication of Actions and X.1.B.c-e will be re-lettered


Motion passed unanimously.

11.
Archival of Association Business

There was discussion about the need to ensure that full minutes of all ACES meetings are filed in an archive, especially since these will no longer be published in CES. Copies of recent minutes are on-line (Spectrum) and are archived in hard copy at ACA Headquarters. Those present discussed the need to put back-logged copies of minutes on-line and to keep minutes published in the Spectrum on-line in perpetuity.

Motion: Donna Henderson moved and Harriet Glosoff seconded that the Secretary of ACES be responsible for ensuring that full minutes of all association meetings be maintained electronically and in hard copy in the ACES archives.

Motion passed unanimously.

Nominations Process

Even with the amendment to Article VII, Section 10.5 of the ACES Bylaws, there is a potential problem with our current nomination process for ACES President-Elect-Elect, ACES Secretary-Elect-Elect, and ACES Governing Council-Elect. According to ACA policy, each division can put forward only two nominations to the Council for any office to be announced in Counseling Today. Each ACES region may submit nominations to the ACES Executive Council leading to the potential need to have a primary run off. The Executive Council will be meeting on April 3, 2006 and we anticipate that there will be more than two candidates for some offices. We were operating on the 2005 ACES Bylaws and nominations will not be submitted until April 3rd and ACA requires that we submit all nominations very shortly after the ACA conference. This does not give us enough time for a primary run off. 

Motion: Jack Culbreth moved and Donna Henderson seconded that the ACES Executive Council be allowed to develop a plan to address the need for to submit only two nominations to ACA for ACES President-Elect-Elect, ACES Secretary-Elect-Elect, and ACES Governing Council-Elect without a primary a primary run off if the need arises for this year only.

Motion passed unanimously. 

Note that this will be further discussed at the June 2006 ACES Executive Council meeting so that the Executive Council members can develop a strategy for addressing this issue in an effective and efficient manner if the need arises in future years.

Report from CACREP Representative

Jack Culbreth, ACES CACREP Representative and Chair of CACREP, reported that CACREP received feedback from divisions and individuals to draft one of proposed changes to the 2001 CACREP Standards. Draft two of proposed changes is due in late summer or early fall. The final adoption of the 2008 CACRE Standards will be voted on at the July 2007 Board meeting. Dr. Culbreth also noted that CACREP self-studies may now be submitted electronically using a CD-Rom. In addition, discussions of a merger between CORE and CACREP have been occurring and Dr. Culbreth anticipates that this will be voted on in July 2006.
