President's Report – Judi Durham

· Update on Social Justice and Human Rights Committee: Please provide educational activities for SJ that could be mounted on the web site. Form handed out.

· Conference in Columbus had over 1000 attendees. We held first SJ Summit. Planning members joined the ACES SJ committee.

· ACES is sponsoring a special issue on SJ and advocacy, currently selecting editors

· Surveyed membership re: new faculty CE degree CACREP requirement. Two thirds of respondents were in favor, full report on ACES web site.

· Fiscal year 2007 report. The audit took place in the fall, so the audited numbers just came out in February. 

· Summary of Conference revenue: 07 and 05 conferences had roughly same number of participants, yet pricing structure has decreased the income, since many pay $200 or less.  Profit $61000, lower than 2005 by $50000.

· End of 2007 under budget by $3000. This year’s budget 10% increase. Currently $90000 in the black
